ITS DIVERSITIES. IN ORDER TO ACHIEVE OUR GOALS WE HAVE OUTLINED THE FOLLOWING GUIDELINES

It is mandatory that all participants, artists and choreographers are registered to AKKA conference.
Productions and music should be presented in Kannada and themes should be related to Karnataka.
Separate forms should be submitted by dance groups participating in more than one Dance category

e Timeslot for second round will be extended to 7 mins




Multiple songs may be combined for the presentation — however, it has to be of the same Genre’

Eg: Combining two Janapada items, Moodal Kunigal Kere and Cheluviyya cheluvu is acceptable and holds true for
multiple Chitra Geetegalu

Combining a Chitra Geete with Janapada for the same 5 or 7 min item is not allowed
